The BRLA monitors water quality, loons, fish, wildlife 
and shoreline habitats throughout Big Rideau Lake and 
the watershed. Our projects include water testing, loon 
monitoring, loon nesting platforms, bass monitoring, 
and national initiatives such as Living by Water – a 
project to minimize the impact of shoreline develop-
ment – and Fish Lead Free – a project to alleviate the 
dangers of lead sinkers and jigs. We also partner with 
other organizations who share our goals.

Government & Marine Affairs
Activities on and around Big Rideau Lake are regulated 
by municipal, provincial and federal governments, and 
involve numerous  agencies. BRLA reviews developments 
and provides liaison and advocacy with all levels  
of government.

We also take Lake Safety seriously. BRLA installs  
104 Coast Guard Approved Shoal Markers shown on  
the charts of the Rideau Canal system. Two or more 
markers together indicate the extent of a Shoal.  
Go around, not between! Thank the BRLA next time  
you avoid a dangerous shoal.
